Apple cores, banana peels, even tea bags from the
staffroom can be recycled in a worm farm. ‘Wipe
Out Waste’ will set up a worm farm and teach your
students how to feed and care for the worms.

A worm farm minimises and complements learning

across many key learning area’s including:

® Science - characteristics of and relationships with
living things, the environment and food webs

m SOSE - conserving resources and environments,
investigating sustainability

m Heath and Physical Education - you can‘t feed worms on ik

junk food, they need fresh fruit and other healthy options

Note: conditions apply with the allocation
of worm farms to schoaols.

Lunchbozx litter
