Only clean paper and cardboard products. Please clean cartons of all food and drink residue.

Please remove lids and clean all containers of food and drink residue.

Glass
Only glass bottles and jars. Please remove lids and clean all containers of residue.  

Place lids and containers in the recycle bin separately

Steel and aluminium
No general scrap metal. Please remove lids and clean all containers of food and drink residue.

Never put in your recycling bin

✘✘ Clothing, shoes, textiles ✘✘ Crockery ✘✘ Toys
